Monday 17 August All pupils from S1-6

Pupils are expected to wear full school uniform, bring a school bag and pencil case where possible.

A Parent Leaflet which outlines some key information to support the safe return of pupils will be on
the web pages shortly.

General advice

All young people will be required to clean their hands on entry to the school building and to classes.
Hand sanitisers will be at the entrances and in all appropriate areas across school. There remains
the need for 2m physical distancing around the school perimeter at all times for parents/carers and
any other visiting adults. Where this is difficult, our advice would be to wear a face covering where
possible.

We are required to keep the number of visitors to the school to a minimum, in accordance with
national guidance.
